 User interaction in active phase of a call for CAMEL Phase 3

During its Ad Hoc meeting in Sophia Antipolis (21st – 25th February), 3GPP-CN2 SWGA discussed the issue of user interaction during the active phase of a call as part of CAMEL Phase 3 in GSM R99. 

3GPP-CN2 wishes to inform 3GPP-SA1 that it has agreed that the specification of this functionality is stable enough to be included in Release 99. Further, 3GPP-CN2 acknowledges that the fact that Call Party Handling (CPH) capability is not available in R99 and discussed this issue at length. CN2 concluded that CPH does indeed provide a solution to support functionality. However bearing in mind the usefulness of such a feature and the time constraints in completing the specifications in time for 3GPP-CN#7, a solution that does not require CPH is now available for R99.

CN2 concludes that the gsmSCF may issue an instruction to play an announcement or tone during the active phase of a call under the following conditions:

· For Mobile Originated calls, the CSE shall be able to order the playing of announcements or tones to the calling party. 

· For Mobile Terminated calls, the CSE shall be able to order the playing of announcements or tones to the called party

Further, CN2 concluded that only announcements shall be played, that is that no information may be collected. (No PromptAndCollectUserInformation messages are sent by the gsmSCF during the active phase of the call). 

3GPP-CN2 requests that the annex at the end of this document should be considered as suitable changes to 3G TS 22.078. TSG –SA1 are asked to consider this proposed change at their earliest convenience, if appropriate at the next SA1 meeting held between 10th – 15th April 2000 in Beijing, China.

Finally, delegates of SA1 are welcome to contact the author of this LS, or other CN2-WGA members, for further advice.

Annex  A - Proposed text changes for 3G TS 22.078

14.1
Announcement and tones insertion $(CAMEL2$)

As a part of the call set-up request procedure, unsuccessful call establishment procedure, call disconnection procedure and incoming call request procedure it shall be possible for the CSE to order the playing of announcements or tones towards the calling subscriber.

$(begin$(CAMEL3$)


It shall be possible for the CSE to order the playing of announcements and tones to the calling and called party at any time in the active phase of the call.

For Mobile Originated calls, the CSE shall be able to order the playing of announcements or tones to the calling party. For Mobile Terminated calls, the CSE shall be able to order the playing of announcements or tones to the called party.

The HPLMN operator is responsible for the administration of announcements. In case of bilateral agreements also the VPLMN operator may administrate announcements.
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
