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Liaison to SMG4: General Clarification of RLP Core Specification GSM 04.22, version 4.5.0



The following questions have been raised in order to clarify the interpretation of  the core Specification GSM 04.22, version 4.5.0. 
1. GSM 04.22, version 4.5.0, section 5.2.2.6 states “The negotiation procedure is one step i.e. one side will start the process by sending an XID command, offering a certain set of parameters from the applicable parameter repertoire (see table 1) the sending entity wants to negotiate proposing values within the allowed range”.  Should the phrase “a certain set of parameters” be interpreted to mean that it is possible to send only a sub-set of XID parameters relating to the parameters which are different to the default configuration in an XID command, or should all of the XID parameters always be sent in an XID command?
2. If the answer to the previous question determines that it is possible to send a sub-set of XID parameters in an XID message, can an XID response contain parameters that are not present in the corresponding XID command?
3. GSM 04.22, version 4.5.0, section 5.4.3, table 2 indicates that a value of 0 is valid for the window size parameters.  However, a value of 0 does not seem to make sense.  Should the minimum window size actually be 1?  If not, how should a value of 0 be interpreted?
