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The specifications are divided into pure GSM specifications and in UMTS specification that may contain GSM specific information. For details see document N3-99xxx. The allocation of the specifications maintained by CN3 to these groups has to be reviewed.

UMTS 23.010 version 3.0.0 / GSM 03.10 version 7.0.0: PLMN Connection Types

This specification describes PLMN connection types. In fact it describes the protocol stacks between MS and MSC for circuit switched Bearer and Teleservices.  Protocol stacks for GPRS are contained in GSM 03.60 that will be extended by packet switched protocol stacks for UMTS in UMTS 23.060. In the same way GSM 03.10 could be extended by circuit switched protocol stacks for UMTS. 

On the other hand, the existing specification is not applicable for UMTS. This specification extended by UMTS specific text will become a document containing two different specifications. For this reason we should take into consideration to create a new specification describing at stage 2 the circuit switched Bearer Services in UMTS.  

UMTS 23.043 version 3.0.0 / GSM 03.43 version 6.0.0: Support of Videotext

UMTS 23.044 version 3.0.0 / GSM 03.44 version 6.0.0: Support of Teletext

In contradiction to our assumptions, both of the specifications are not in the responsibility of CN3. 

· For formal reasons: SMG4 did not give these specs to SMG3 and therefore officially they still belong to SMG4. 

· For substantial reasons: They should remain in the SMG4 area as they are "applications" which build on specific bearer services without needing interworking in the network specifically for the teleservices (unlike e.g. circuit switched facsimile).

UMTS 23.045 version 3.0.0 / GSM 03.45 version 6.0.0: Facsimile transparent

This specification should remain in GSM. There is no request in UMTS to provide this transparent facsimile service. UMTS 23.045 should be removed.

UMTS 23.046 version 3.0.0 / GSM 03.46 version 6.0.0: Facsimile non-transparent

Fax non-transparent is required for UMTS. UMTS 23.046 is transferred from GSM 03.46 and it has clearly to identify GSM and UMTS related parts. A first draft CR was presented last meeting with significant changes against the GSM version. It has to be decided whether this specification 

· should become a pure UMTS specification (e.g. as UMTS 23.146) and to leave 03.46 in GSM 

· or to comprise all of the needed information (GSM and UMTS parts in UMTS 23.046).

UMTS 29.004 version 3.0.0 / GSM 09.04 version 6.0.0: Interworking between PLMN and CSPDN

Interworking with CSPDNs is not required for R99 onwards. There is no need to maintain this specification in GSM and UMTS anymore. UMTS 29.004 and GSM 09.04 for releases >R98 should be removed. 

UMTS 29.005 version 3.0.0 / GSM 09.05 version 6.0.0: Interworking with PSPDNs for PAD 

This specification defines a basic and a dedicated PAD access. The basic PAD access is based on BS 2x and does not contain any PLMN specific specification. The dedicated PAD BS 4x was deleted as service to be supported for R99 onwards. There is no need to maintain this specification in GSM and UMTS anymore. UMTS 29.005 and GSM 09.05 for releases >R98 should be removed. 

UMTS 29.006 version 3.0.0 / GSM 09.06 version 6.0.0: Interworking with PSPDNs

UMTS 23.070 version 3.0.0 / GSM 03.70 version 6.0.0: Routing of calls to/from PDNs

29.006/09.06 defines a basic and a dedicated mode for accessing PSPDNs. The dedicated mode BS 5x was deleted as service to be supported for R99 onwards. The basic mode is based on BS 3x NT that accesses a packet handler mostly located in the ISDN that provides interworking towards the PSPDN. It is questionable whether this services is still needed. GPRS is more appropriate to provide such interworking. If such a service is no more needed (SA1 has to confirm) then the maintenance of  this specification in GSM and UMTS is not needed anymore. Then, UMTS 29.006 and GSM 09.06 for releases >R98 should be removed. Also UMTS 23.070 and GSM 03.70 for releases > R98 could be removed.

GSM 04.21 version 7.0.1: Rate Adaptation MS - BSS

UMTS 28.020 version 3.0.0 / GSM 08.20 version 7.0.0: Rate Adaptation BSS - MSC

These specifications define the rate adaptations at the MS-BSS and BSS-MSC interfaces. They belong together and are only relevant for GSM. In UMTS these specifications are replaced by the RLC and Iu User Plane protocol specifications.
