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TSG S2 has made initial considerations on the attached LS on User-to-User Signalling (UUS) Enhancements (Attachment: Tdoc S2-99537 / S1-99357).  

S2 note that User-to-user signalling (UUS) supplementary service allows a mobile subscriber to send/receive a limited amount of information to/from another mobile (in the same or different PLMN) or ISDN subscriber.   The application providing the contents of the UUS messages is not specified.  Unlike the SMS and USSD features that are solely used within GSM PLMNs, the UUS service is the same service within both GSM and ISDN networks. 

From the initial analysis of the proposal, S2 believe that enhancements to UUS raises issues related to interworking with the existing ISDN UUS service. ISDN terminals will be unaware of these additional parameters included in enhanced UUS messages. The service impacts of this need to be considered.

The impact of the proposal upon active speech calls when applications are able to initiate the use of UUS and charging for this feature have not yet been addressed.

S2 would welcome comments from TSG NSS on this proposal and whether TSG NSS is the appropriate group for the work.
