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1. Introduction

It was pointed out that ISDN-BC coding for PIAFS was similar to that for V.110 in last N3 meeting (N3-99169). This document describes clarification of interconnection between PIAFS and V.110.

2. Discussion

ISDN-BC for PIAFS is coded as follows.

There was a following unclear point: 

In case of Mobile originated call, how V.110-TA acts when MSC sends ISDN-BC coding for PIAFS to the V.110-TA?

V.110-TA does not usually treat ISDN-BC coding for PIAFS. So most of existing V.110-TAs will reject the call. Even if V.110-TA does not reject the call and call is temporally connected, initial in-band negotiation for PIAFS will not establish and the call will be disconnected automatically.

In addition to the above, even if call between PIAFS user and V.110 user is temporally connected, initial in-band negotiation for PIAFS will not establish and the call will be disconnected automatically.

3. Conclusion

No special addition to CR for PIAFS should be needed.
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
