1. Introduction

To prevent the timer time out by the burst errors, T.30 protocol should be terminated at the adaptor and the transmission side and reception side sequences should be proceeded independently. We indicate the following measure for the long burst errors.

2. The measure for the long burst errors

Situation: The long burst errors occur while transmitting facsimile data. 

· 03.46;  The tolerance delay < 12sec, 

When the delay time becomes longer than 12sec, the T.30 timer time-out at the transmission side happens.
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· CR23.046;  The tolerance delay < 15-60s, (see file: the maximum endurance delay in PDC)

The transmission side adaptor realizes that the reception side adaptor is busy by using the flow control, and sends the dummy signal (PPR) . Accordingly the T.30 timer timeout doesn’t happen easily. 
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4. Conclusion

The CR23.046 has the better solutions for the long burst errors than the 03.46. 
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
