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S2 would like to thank R2 for the liaison statement (R2-99D16: refer to the attachment).  The LS assumes that packet framing defined in RFC 1662 will be transferred on the air interface.

Our understanding is that the L2 framing described in RFC 1662 will not be transferred on the air interface.

L2 framing will only be used between MT \ TE. 

Regarding further changes to PPP to improve transmission efficiency and handling of header compression this needs to be further study.  Removal of echo request will be more complicated to implement because higher layers rely on this function for line supervision. Also, echo request/reply is used to check for unique　magic-numbers (defined in RFC 1661).

S2 suggest that N3, being responsible for the interworking specification and having the experts in this area, are the correct group to handle this.
