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The asymmetric channel modes of ECSD described in the radio network specifications (04.18, 08.08 and 08.58) include the following combinations with an EDGE modulation in both uplink and downlink channels:

( 43.5kbit/s downlink and 29.0kbit/s uplink 

( 29.0kbit/s downlink and 43.5kbit/s uplink.

On the other hand TS 27.001, section 6.5, reads:

" If down or up link asymmetry preference is indicated, the network shall not assign EDGE channels on the unbiased link. If the network assigns EDGE channels on the biased link, it shall assign TCH/F14.4 on the unbiased link. The WAIUR shall then apply to the biased link." 

Consequently, the above mentioned two channel combinations are available in the radio network but cannot be requested by the user or MS (because the network is not allowed to allocate such a combination when the MS requests an uplink or downlink bias. 

CN3 is invited to decide how to harmonize the specifications on this issue and take corresponding actions 

(e.g. an LS to the owners of specifications 04.18, 08.08 and 08.58 or a change to 27.001).
