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1. Introduction

There was a N3#9 meeting held on Berlin from 10th to 14th April, 2000. The Proposed WI Description for Service Modification without pre-notification between Speech and FAX / between Speech and Modem was discussed and approved.(Tdoc N3-000198)  However, this scenario didn’t include BCIE parameter negotiation in case of service modification.
2. Discussion

2.1 BCIE negotiation during call setup

In the follows, we will briefly explain about BCIE parameter negotiation procedure. However, this procedure is not executed every call setup phase.

1) in case of UE originating

 When UE is originating, UE sends BCIE parameter requested by UE. MSC may include BCIE into CALL PROC message. The BCIE may be returned the BCIE sent from UE or determined by MSC. In this case, BCIE stored in CALLPROC is regarded as finally negotiated IE. 

2) in case of UE terminating

When UE is terminating, MSC sends BCIE parameter requested by MSC. UE may include BCIE into CALL PROC message. The BCIE may be returned the BCIE sent from MSC or determined by UE. In this case, BCIE stored in CALLPROC is regarded as finally negotiated IE.

The BCIE used by the communication is decided by travelling( round trip ) between UE and MSC.

2.2 Capability to be included in service modification

By considering negotiation of BCIE parameter during call setup phase, it is also necessary to consider the negotiation. This means that it is necessary to negotiate and decide BCIE parameter between UE and MSC during service modification. Therefore, it is necessary to include following procedure for implementing Service modification without pre-notification.

1) A capability to negotiate BCIE during call. That is a capability to take travelling BCIE between UE and MSC prior to service modification.

2) A capability to terminate the service modification or to restore previous service when it fails to negotiate BCIE parameter or fails to decide appropriate BCIE parameter, 

3. Conclusion

In above, we discussed necessary capabilities to be included. It is necessary to include appropriate description in TS27.001.
