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1. Overall Description:

S1 and N3 have exchanged many LS on bearer modification without pre-notification. During their last meeting in parallel in April, S1 and N3 have approved WI on Bearer modification without pre-notification .

S1’s WI covers the requirements of the following function,

(1) Modification between speech and fax

(2) Modification between speech and modem

(3) Fallback multimedia to speech(Fallback is the modification at the call set phase)

(4) Modification between speech and multimedia

(5) Modification caused by radio conditions(ex. handover)

N3’s WI “Service Modification withour pre-notification) covered the provision of (1), (2) and (4) but dose not cover the provision of (5). N3’s WI which was approved in N3#9 meeting did not cover (3), but now N3’s revised WI which is approved in N3#10 meeting covers (4). Additionally, N3’ WI “Multimedia” already covers the provision of (3). 

N3’s WI dose not cover (5) because N3 is not the expert on radio conditions and handover. So, N3 believe S2 has main responsibility for the provision of (4).
