Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN #10 plenary related to CN3 matters. 

1. CN3’s status report given in NP-000600 was approved. Discussions raised up especially concerning the missing progress for IMS. The meeting report of CN3#13 provided in NP-000601 was approved. The meeting report of CN3#14 provided in NP-000602 was only noted because it is not yet finally approved in CN3. Approval is expected at next CN plenary.

2. All of the CN3's change requests were approved. They are contained in NP-000604, 605 and 606.

3. The Liaison Statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-000603. They were noted. 

4. The handling of the IPR disclosures was clarified. It is not up to the Working Groups to discuss IPRs. IPRs should be reported by companies to their SDOs. The WG Chairmen have to remind delegates in every meeting. 

5. CN1 has provided CRs for the replacement of the term “in GSM” by “in A/Gb-mode” and “in UMTS” by “in Iu-mode” (see also NP-000674). This was done for the R99 specifications but not for Rel-4 specifications because this issue is more complex in Rel-4 dedicated to the use of terms referring to interfaces that needs some more investigations. Reason for this replacement is that “GSM” and “UMTS” are terms only valid for ETSI but not for the other partners. The solution found in CN1 is driven by their special needs: they have to deal with these interfaces and their specifications are dedicated to the interfaces to the access networks. Other Working Groups like SA1 use the terms “GERAN” and “UTRAN”. All of the other CN WGs are requested by CN#10 to replace the terms “GSM” and “UMTS” in their specifications by appropriate ones. I wish a discussion on that, i.e. what terms are appropriate for CN3’s specifications. 


6. Joint meeting are agreed during CN3#15 as follows:
– CN1/CN3 meeting on RTCP responsibility on Tuesday morning chaired by the CN1 Chairman
– CN4/CN3 meeting on BICSCN on Tuesday afternoon and Wednesday chaired by the CN4 Chairman
Document numbers are provided by David. He will give meeting support as well.



Some additional information from SA#10 meeting:

1. The CR for the removal of Fax NT in GSM from Rel-4 onwards was approved. So, CN3 can provide the pending CRs, e.g. for the removal of L2RBOP in 27.003.

2. SA#10 has discussed the requirements for interworking between IMS and PSTN. It was decided that this interworking is required for voice services. This statement has some impact on our Work Item regarding the IMS interworking with CS networks. CN3 will see a Liaison Statement with the results of the discussion in SA#10. I ask the WI rapporteur to consider this LS and to provide a revision of the WID sheet.
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
