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Unfortunately, the old solution does not work in all cases: What about backward bearer establishment? Moreover, one should keep this spec seperated from bearer issues. The old solution does not work with IP either, since the Establish Request belongs to the ATM world. Moreover, it contradicts 23.153 and the Seattle TrFO workshop.
6.5.2
Initialisation procedure

The initialisation procedure for the Nb UP is the procedure described in 3G TSG 25.415 applied in the following way:

The initialisation procedure is performed between Nb UP terminations residing within MGWs.

The initialisation procedure shall always be acknowledged by each Nb UP termination.

The initialisation procedure is always performed in a forward direction through the CN, independent of the direction of the bearer establishment. 

The properties of the respective Nb UP terminations are determined by the MSC servers in charge of controlling these terminations by means of signalling through the Mc interface, see 3G TS 23.205 and 23.153. The information conveyed is described within 3G TSG 23.153 and 3G TSG 29.232.
