I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN #11 plenary related to CN3 matters. 

1.
CN3’s status report given in NP-010030 was approved. Discussions raised up especially concerning the deletion of  work items proposed by CN3 due to relations to work items in other working groups according to the project plan. CN#11 decided to inform these working groups by a Liaison Statement (see NP-010211). The move of GTP from CN4 to CN3 was objected by some companies (see below). The meeting report of CN3#15 (Beiijing) and CN3#16 (Sophia Antipolis) by MCC were provided in NP-010031 and NP-010032.  

2.
All of the CN3's change requests were approved, 2 change requests were modified. The change requests contained in NP-010040, 42, 43, 44, 45, 46 and 47 were approved as proposed by CN3. Change requests provided in NP-010041 for ATRAU' were also approved as proposed by CN3. They are finally contained in NP-010204. The remaining CRs in NP-010041 on Corrections for a mobile terminated call using the single numbering scheme were modified and finally approved as in NP-010202. 

3.
The Liaison Statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-010033. They were noted. 

4.
The updated Terms of Reference of CN3 presented in NP-010034 were not approved. Nokia, Motorola and Nortel have objected the move of GTP from CN4 to CN3. None of the companies present in CN#11 have supported the move. So, CN#11 rejected the move. The new Terms of Reference of CN3 are contained in NP-010222.

5.
The new CN3 specifications TS 29.414 and 29.415 were presented for approval. TS 29.414 presented in NP-010037 was approved. TS 29.414 in NP-010036 was updated related to the reference section and approved in NP-010215.

6.
The Work Item descriptions on Interworking between IMS and CS networks (NP-010038) and on Interworking between IMS and IP networks (NP-010039) were approved as proposed by CN3.

7.
CN#11 has elected new CN officials. Stephen Hayes (Ericsson) is the old and new CN Chairman. Ian Park (Vodafone) was re-elected as CN Vice Chairman. Kunihiko Taya (NEC) was elected as CN Vice Chairman.
