Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN #12 plenary related to CN3 matters. 

1.
CN3’s status report given in NP-010250 was noted. No concerns and questions raised up. The meeting report of CN3#17 (Puerto Rico) by MCC provided in NP-010251 was noted.  

2.
All of the CN3's change requests were approved. They are contained in documents NP-010255, 256 and 257. 

3.
The Liaison Statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-010252. They were noted. 

4.
The Work Item description sheet on “end to end QoS, stage 3” provided in NP-010254 was modified in the scope section and finally approved as in NP-010363. Some issues still have to be solved as soon as possible. I am going to inform about this and to initiate a discussion until next meeting by a separate e-mail.

5.
CN3 has to consider the time schedule for several IETF drafts given in NP-010365 or 397, respectively, that have impact on CN3’s specifications and to identify issues that are critical for Rel-5 in 12/01. 

6.
A Liaison Statement received from GERAN in document NP-010244 clarifies the use of the correct terminology regarding the differentiation of GSM and UMTS depending on A, Gb and Iu interface. All CN WGs and in fact the rapporteurs are requested to update their specifications for Rel-5 accordingly. It is not necessary to provide these CRs already to next CN3 meeting in July because all of our specifications under CR control are still in Rel-4. But this job has to be finished until 12/01.

7.
The schedule for 2002 CN plenary and joint WG meetings as given in document NP-010376 was approved by CN#12. 

8.
The specification lists given in documents NP-010334, 335 and 341 have to be checked by the CN WGs. Also the work plan including the dates for Rel-5 have to be checked by the CN WGs. It has to be identified what functions can be finished in Rel-5 12/01 time frame.
