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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CN3 for the liaison on User Plane for IMS to PSTN Interworking (S2-012056/N3-010311). In the liaison TSG CN WG3 asked SA2 to review the CN3 working assumption user plane protocol stack and to provide guidance on the transport protocol stack in MGW for IMS to PSTN interworking.   SA2 confirms that CN3’s working assumptions are correct with regard to the protocol stack supported by the MGW, though S2 would like to inform that the “PSTN” networks can support other than G.711 with 64Kbs PCM as other transport technologies can be deployed on the PSTN and other circuit switched networks.

However it has been commented during the SA2 discussion that at least for Header Compression and possibly for UEP / possible AMR Rate Control, UTRAN cannot be transparent to the ietf-avt-rtp-amr framing/ RTP/UDP/IP stack. 
The figure below confirms SA2's view of the User Plane between UE and MGW.
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Note: When header compression is performed by the UTRAN, UTRAN cannot be transparent to ietf-avt-rtp-amr framing /RTP/UDP/IP stack.

Furthermore SA2 has no objection to the use of AMR encoding as defined in the IETF Draft "draft-ietf-avt-rtp-amr-10.txt" 

2. Actions:

SA2 asks CN3 to continue to develop the interworking aspects with the user plane protocol stack between the UE and the MGW as a working assumption.
