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1. Response:

SA2 thanks CN1 for the liaison on The Integration of RSVP and SIP (S2-012711/N1-011428). 

SA2 informs CN1 that the consideration of stage 3 in the flows falls into CN1 competence. SA2 would like to answer CN1 in the following terms:

1. Whether RSVP is still a valid option to be considered in 3GPP Rel 5?

SA2 has agreed that the RSVP Sender/Receiver Proxy functionality is removed/postponed from Release 5.  The possibility to keep the GGSN and the UE to be RSVP aware is kept as optional feature for Release 5.

2. CN1 is interested to understand what SA2 was intending in regards to the QoS preconditions.

S2 advises that work in CN1 should be compliant to the description in the manyfolks draft.  According to the manyfolks draft, for the case of mandatory sendrecv, the endpoints should be satisfied that resources need to be allocated for both directions for the session to proceed.  

3. Advise CN1 on SA2’s understanding of the applicability of the “many-folks” signalling regarding uni-directional and bi-directional QoS reservation indication.

3GPP TS 23.228 v5.2.0 states that "A minimum requirement to meet the QoS preconditions defined for a media stream in a certain direction, is that a satisfactory PDP context is established at the local access for that direction".

Thus:

· For the case of mandatory sendrecv qos, the UE has to at least make sure that a satisfactory PDP context is established for both uplink and downlink before proceeding with the session.

· For a media stream used in one direction, and for the case of mandatory in that direction, the UE has at least to make sure that a satisfactory PDP context is established for that direction before proceeding with the session.
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
