Service-based local policy decision point


The PCF receives session and media related information from the P-CSCF. The P-CSCF forwards this information out of every SDP it receives together with an indication about the source of this SDP, i.e. originating or terminating side. 

Note: The exact information (e.g. IP addresses, port numbers, media types, bandwidth information) is FFS. 

All media flows for which the PCF received information from both sides and which have only one codec per media type are authorised. That means, for each media flow the authorised QoS and gate information of all associated IP flows is available.
If there is still more than one codec for a media type, the PCF waits with the authorisation for that media stream until it receives the necessary information from the P-CSCF out of the Final SDP.
