Binding mechanism handling


The PCF receives the binding information as part of a REQ/RPT/DRQ from the GGSN. The binding information consists of an authorisation token and a flow identifier. The binding information can also include more than one flow identifier.

The authorisation token is applied by the PCF to identify the IMS session. If no IMS session can be found for an authorisation token, the GGSN is informed that the authorisation token is invalid.
For a valid authorisation token the flow identifier is used to select the available information on the media flow of this IMS session. The PCF sends the available information on the media flow back to the GGSN.
If the binding information consists of more than one flow identifier, the available information is selected and sent back to the GGSN for each of the media flows.
