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Introduction
As stated in TS 29.207, the GGSN is required to implement Diffserv edge function. This contribution aims to clarify the GGSN Diffserv function in TS 29.207.

Discussion

The Diffserv edge functions as defined in the IETF Differentiated Service Architecture are: marking, classifying, metering, policing, shaping, etc.

In the Go interface context, the GGSN shall be able to differentiate IP packets and classify them to apply the adequate policy received from the PCF. The other mechanisms (e.g. policing, shaping) to enforce the policy should be optional and should not be standardized. 

Proposal

Cisco Systems propose the following text to be added to TS 29.207:

4.3.1.4 DiffServ edge function
The GGSN should perform the Diffserv Edge (or boundary) node function as specified in the IETF Differentiated Service Architecture (RFC 2475).

As a minimun the GGSN shall perform Diffserv marking and classifying functions.

The GGSN may implement metering, shaping, and policing functions, however the details of how those functions are implemented is not subject to standardization.
