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Introduction

Considering that a GGSN can be realised by extending a generic IP router, it may already have a DiffServ edge function implemented. Such a function may have already been compliant to the IETF specifications. According to the 3GPP TS 23.207, GGSN shall support the DiffServ edge function in Rel-5. In order to minimise modifications of the DiffServ edge function to adapt to the policy control function being discussed in CN3, it is beneficial if the DiffServ edge function can still conform to the specifications of the IETF as much as possible.

According to the LS on “further guidance on the minimum set of functionality for the Go interface” from SA2 in N3-020154, “the dynamic configuration of DSCP on a per session basis” is considered having lower priority for Rel-5. Also, according to the 3GPP TS 23.207 V5.2.0, scenarios with the DiffServ edge function on UE do not need to be considered in the Rel-5 timeframe. These statuses should be reflected to the TS 29.207.

Proposal

It is proposed to incorporate following amendments to TS 29.207.

DiffServ edge function


The DiffServ edge function shall conform to the DS (DiffServ) boundary node defined in IETF RFC 2475 [5]. The encoding of the DiffServ code point (DSCP) shall conform to IETF RFC 2474 [11] and can be configured on the GGSN.
Note: The dynamic configuration of DSCP on a per session basis is considered having lower priority for Rel-5.
