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Introduction

As mentioned in the LS from SA4 in N3-020199, the recommendation for the mapping of SDP parameters to UMTS bearer QoS for applications using codecs is being specified in SA4. The CN3 specifications should refer to the outcome of SA4 in terms of this mapping case.

Proposal

It is proposed to incorporate following amendments to TS 29.208.
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Next amended section
7.1.3
SDP to UMTS QoS Parameter Mapping in UE

Editor’s Note: This clause should include the SDP to UMTS QoS Mapping in UE. It should be consistent  with mapping carried out when SDP -> QoS authorization parameters ->: UMTS is carried out as defined above.

For the applications using codecs, the mapping of SDP to UMTS QoS parameters should conform to 3GPP TS 26.234 [4] for streaming applications and 3GPP TS 26.236 [5] for conversational applications.
Editor’s note: The mapping SDP to UMTS QoS parameters for the applications not using codecs is FFS.
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
