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1. Introduction

Thanks to the host, Ericsson, the Go drafting session was successfully held by participants from interested companies on May 9, 10, and also on 12 evening, 2002 to progress the Go specification work. The members of the Go drafting group were 11 delegates from AWS, Ericsson, Lucent, Nokia, Nortel, Siemens, and SK Telecom [Note: alphabetical order] (see also annex A of the present document).

The meeting time was mainly used for the PIB development. The drafting group could achieve the expected goal that is to produce the basis of the 3GPP Go PIB definitions (see section 2). Most of the other contributions were not be able to be handled due to lack of time and the necessity of the discussion and the agreement in the regular CN3 meeting (see section 3).

The details of the discussions are as follows.

2. PIB development

The development of the 3GPP Go PIB started based on the template kindly prepared by Nortel in N3-020369. The structure and the definitions of the PIB objects are reviewed one by one reflecting the texts in the current specification, i.e. TS29.207 V1.1.0. The online editing was performed together with following discussions.

1. The notation of the name of the PIB should be consistent throughout the specification. It was agreed to use the notation of “3GPP Go PIB” for the text part of the specification and the description and remark part of the PIB definitions. The name of the PIB objects, however, should start with “go3gpp” since a digit cannot be used for the first letter of the PIB name.

2. There was a concern on importing Framework and DiffServ PIBs since they contain the objects which would not be used for the purpose of the Go interface at all. It was agreed not to import these PIBs but to define minimum required objects within 3GPP.

3. CN3 was likely to be asked by SA2 through a LS to support the capability of conveying multiple binding information in a single authorization request in future releases. Since there seemed to be nothing that would prevent the support of this capability from the protocol design perspective, it was agreed to define PIBs that can support this capability in Rel-5.

4. At the last CN3 #22 meeting, CN3 made a working assumption that the QoS of the grouped media components should be combined by the PCF. CN3 is waiting for a response LS from SA2 related to this assumption.
5. The work of DiffServ interworking has already been given lower priority by a LS from SA2. The future treatment of this feature should be discussed during the CN3 #23 regular meeting.

6. Still there are many unclear points in the ICID such as its format, etc. A related issue will be raised up by a contribution from Ericsson during the CN3 #23 regular meeting.

7. The root object ID for 3GPP Go PIB shall be assigned by IANA. It has to be checked whether 3GPP has already got an ID.

8. Alternatives for the way to form the PIBs could also be considered, however the drafting group could have time for the discussion.

9. The limitation section is still blank and has to be filled before the final completion of the specification.

10. Editorial clean up such as consistent use of terminology has to be preformed together with the text part of specification.

11. Since the requirement is expected in the future, it was agreed to support the mechanism to convey a reason code of the authorization failure from PCF to GGSN. This will be realised by containing “Install” and “Remove” decisions in one DEC message. The text part of TS29.207 had not covered it, therefore the relevant CR to TS29.207 has been prepared in N3-020391 as an outcome from the Go drafting session.

The final outcome of PIB definition is contained in N3-020387 with a related CR to TS29.207 in N3-020391.

3. Other documents

Due to lack of time and the necessity of the discussion and the agreement in the CN3 regular meeting, following documents were unfortunately not handled during the Go drafting session (see also annex B).
