Dear Colleagues, 

Please find below my summary of the CN related hilites from the CN#16 and SA#16 plenaries. 
All IMS Rel-5 specifications were approved and frozen except for those associated with CAMEL for IMS.  The WGs still need to close open items and do alignment CRs as necessary for the IMS items.  For CAMEL for IMS, 23.278 was not approved.  CN2/CN4 are to bring a complete package (23.278, 29.278, and associated MAP CRs) to CN#17 for approval.  
6 IETF RFC #'s were delivered with more promised for June 14.  There are still many outstanding IETF dependencies which do not have RFC #'s allocated.  Those RFC #'s available by June 14 will be included in the approved specifications as an editorial change by the MCC.  Those not available by June 14 will require CRs to correct the reference once the RFC # is available.
SCUDIF and AMR were completed. 

For those items NOT completed so far, SA#17 decided the following disposition: 
-CAMEL for IMS: Kept in Rel-5 as long as it is completed by CN#17. Otherwise it falls into Rel-6. 
-Network Sharing: Basic Sharing (connected mode) is kept in Rel-5 as long as it is completed by CN#17. 
-Ze: Moved to Rel-6 
-IMS<->CS interworking: Moved to Rel-6, with clarification that proprietary interworking not precluded in Rel-5. 

Rel-6 work Items were initiated for: 
-               Bearer Independent Architecture in the PS Domain (NP-020320) 
-       Preferred Framing Protocol (NP-020269) 
-       MBMS (NP-020323) 

The results from the OHG IP CN Harmonization Workshop were discussed and a CN position was generated.  This position can be found in NP-020304.  SA agreed to the proposal (with some minor wordsmithing).
The ITU-T Coordination Ad-Hoc produced a recommendation on how the SDOs should respond to the ITU-T SSG request from Release 4 references.  This recommendation is in NP-020322.
Recommendations on guidelines for reorganizing CN were discussed (NP-020290).  This does NOT imply that CN will reorganize.  The discussions should continue on the CN e-mail list.  Initial discussions with the SA2 leadership have indicated that it is premature to transfer 23.060 and other stage 2 specs to CN.  This issue will be further discussed in SA2.
I wish to thank each and every delegate, secretary, chair, and vice-chair for the hard work done on Release 5.  An incredible amount of work was done.  I also want to thank those people laboring in the IETF to complete the drafts that we need.  Hopefully people can take a breather to enjoy a bit of summer vacation before we start tying up the lose ends at the upcoming meetings.
Activities by WG: 

The following are the actions requested by the CN and SA plenaries for the CN WGs.  Note that the supporting companies are still required to introduce the appropriate contributions into the WGs to ensure that the actions occur.
CN1: 

Close Open items. 

Consider what is required to make GTT (the change to the bearer IE) release independent.  This should be done in a way that has minimalistic impacts on the specifications, but should extend at least as far back as Rel-97.
CN2: 

Complete CAMEL for IMS 

Close Open items 

Charging notification to the CSE was removed from the stage 1.  Therefore, CN2 should remove it from the stage 2 & 3 specs.
CN3: 

Close Open items 

CN4: 

Close Open items 

The CN4 agreed approach to handling IPv4/IPv6 interworking was approved, with a strengthened warning to not use Ipv6 addresses in pre-Rel5 GPRS (just for information since it was controversial, no CN4 action required)
SA and CN agreed that CN4 would manage the diameter namespace for 3GPP. 

Discussions with RAN3 should continue on the mandatory use of transport addresses sent by the MSC. 

Non-CAMEL IST is applicable for both GSM and UMTS for R'99 and onwards.  The stage 1 & 2 specs will be appropriately renumbered (again, just for information).
