Mapping of IP media flows to PDP contexts

The IMS network uses SDP attributes to define the possibility for the network to indicate to the MS that a particular IP media flow shall be set up on a dedicated PDP context. IP media flows belonging to the same SIP session but without such restrictions are set up by the MS without any restrictions or guidance from the network. IP media flows belonging to different SIP sessions shall use separate PDP contexts. The detailed rules and restrictions for mapping IP media flows to PDP contexts are described in 3GPP TS 24.229 [xx].
