Dear Colleagues, 

Please find below my summary of the CN related hilites from the CN#17 and SA#17 Plenaries.  
The number of CRs on Release 4 and earlier was fairly low due to the diligence in the working groups in filtering non-essential corrections.  Although functionally frozen, Rel 5 still had a number of functional and editorial CRs.  A decision will be made at CN#18 as to whether to no longer allow editorial CRs (class D).  The two major items for which CN was granted extensions were completed.  There were CAMEL support of IMS and Network Sharing in Connected Mode.
There are still many IETF drafts that have not reached RFC status.  Particularly critical is the diameter base draft which hopefully will achieve RFC approval by the end of the month.  The draft sip-sec-agree is also running into difficulties.  It was decided in CN and SA to continue to use references to the drafts (in lieu of RFC numbers) for at least the immediate future.  One important draft which has achieved IESG approval is 3gpp-p-headers.  A liaison from the IETF (SIP WG chairs formally) on 3GPP use of SIP was discussed.  It was agreed by CN and SA to allow until December to try and fix as many of the issues as possible.  The specific handling of this issue is described in a separate e-mail.
CN and SA agreed to allow until December to complete the work on media grouping (as part of Rel 5).  Completion requires that the mmusic-separate-streams draft reach IESG approval by December.
There was considerable work in SA WGs related to work ongoing in CN.  The stage 2 TS on presence (TS 23.141) was approved.  The SA2 TR on MBMS (TR 23.846) was also approved.  WLAN documents were brought for information (TR 23.924 and stage 2 TS 23.234).  SA2 also stated that it would try and progress architectural work on IPv4/IPv6 interworking to allow CN to begin work.  The TS on IMS Charging (TS 32.225) approved.  There was controversy on the use of ftp as an alternative protocol for the delivery of charging info.  SA agreed that Diameter was mandatory and the use of ftp would be further studied.  Furthermore, the SA2 WIDs on "IMS Phase 2" and "Commonality and Interoperability between IMSs" were approved.  Corresponding WIDs (for stage 3 work) were also approved in CN.  A WID for a feasibility study on "Dynamic Policy control enhancements for end-to-end QoS" was approved.
There was considerable discussion of the relationship between 3GPP and OMA in all the TSGs.  SA decided that the best approach was to treat the OMA as any other technical body and coordinate at technical body.  Coordination would be via the standard liaison channel.  Thus the approach taken by CN4 is the proper way to work with OMA.
RAN has started a study item on early UE handling in UTRAN.  This could involve handling UEs differently depending on the IMEISV of the mobile.  This will likely eventually affect CN, so CN should be aware of this work.
The following CN Rel 6 WIDS were approved: 
- IMS Phase 2 - Stage 3 (NP-020385) 
- Interoperability and Commonality between IP Multimedia Systems using different "IP-connectivity Networks"; stage 3 (NP-020387)
- OSA Release 6 (NP-020438) 
- Media Gateway Control Function (MGCF) - IM Media Gateway (IMS-MGW) Mn Interface (NP-020494) 
- Support of the Presence Service in Core Network Signaling Protocols (revised) (NP-020491) 

The schedule for the collocated CN WG meetings in 2003 was agreed (NP-020483).  This provides for only one collocated WG meetings between each plenary.  WGs may chose to add additional meetings as needed. 
SA agreed that an ad-hoc would be created dealing with future evolution of 3GPP systems.  This would produce a high level roadmap to guide the future work of 3GPP.  The initial meeting of this ad-hoc is tentatively set for Sunday, Dec 8, 2002 (preceding the next SA meeting)
Activities by WG: 

The following are the actions requested by the CN and SA plenaries for the CN WGs.  Note that the supporting companies are still required to introduce the appropriate contributions into the WGs to ensure that the actions occur.
CN1: 

SA decided that support of SMS over GPRS is mandatory.  However, CN may decide if it wishes to provide specific guidance on error handling of non-support of SMS over GPRS.  This should be done in Release 6 but in as backwards compatible a manner as possible.
The Release 99 and Release 4 CRs for correction for Inter-MSC relocation procedure due to multiple codecs were agreed, however the Release 5 CRs were not agreed.  The principles of the proposed Release 5 solution (signaling of the currently selected codec) should be respected in the CRs brought to CN#18.
The only major 24.229 CR that was not agreed was for support of non-IMS forking (CR 24.229-140r1 or r2).  CN1 should respect the principles agreed in this solution and resolve the editorial and minor technical differences in the proposed CRs.  Other issues involve forking should be dealt with in other CRs.  All other linked CRs related to support of non-IMS forking have been approved, so CN1 should provide an agreed CR to CN#18.
A stage 1 CR to allow the download of emergency numbers to UE for IMS was approved.  CN1 should make the corresponding stage 3 changes.

CN2:

CN3:

CN4: 

The Release 99 and Release 4 CRs for correction for Inter-MSC relocation procedure due to multiple codecs were agreed, however the Release 5 CRs were not agreed.  The principles of the proposed Release 5 solution (signaling of the currently selected codec) should be respected in the CRs brought to CN#18.
A RAN CR (CR039 to 25.141) was conditionally approved in RAN subject to approval in CN of the linked CRs (Iu UP support mode on Iu-cs for the IP transport option). These CRs should be used as a basis for the corresponding work in CN4.

CN5: 

Review referencing structure in the OSA specs and ensure specifications are standalone.
