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1. Overall Description:

CN3 would like to inform CN1 about CN3´s intents with respect to the TR on 3GPP SIP Profile interworking, and would like to invite CN1 experts to review certain aspects of the TR.

The TR focuses on interworking scenarios between a SIP UA which complies to the 3GPP profile of SIP and therefore supports the SIP precondition, update and 100rel extensions, and an external SIP UA which does not support some or all of these extensions.

It is CN3´s understanding that a direct communication between these UA´s is currently disallowed in TS 24.229, and a direct communication would have severe negative impacts on charging.

CN3 believes that the requirement to provide interworking between a SIP UA which complies to the 3GPP profile of SIP and an external SIP UA which does not support some or all of the above extensions should be investigated within SA1.

CN3 therefore intents to send an LS including either the entire TR or relevant extracts to SA1 to ask for guidance.

For this aim, it is essential that the TR has reached a certain degree of maturity with respect to the following questions:

· Are the scenarios considered within the TR valid?

· Is it correct that the 3GPP-compliant SIP UA will abort all calls in case of the considered scenarios?

· Are the negative impacts of these scenarios in case of a (disallowed) direct communication with external SIP clients described in the correct way?

It is not essential that the described interworking solutions are already mature.

CN3 would appreciate a review of the TR by CN1 experts with respect to the above points prior to the communication to SA1.

In order to accomplish this review in a timely manner, CN3 would like to propose the following procedure:

1. CN3 intends to update the TR in a drafting session during CN3#25 at Miami, and to agree this updated version. Note that the version of the TR included in this LS is the version of the TR before this drafting session, which was only noted by CN3.

2. The updated and agreed version of the TR is provided at the CN1 email exploder for endorsement.

3. If the raised comments make an update of the TR necessary, the updated version will be agreed on the  CN3 email explorer and then again provided for endorsement on the CN1 email explorer.

4. The LS to SA1 will be agreed on the CN3 email exploder.
