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Introduction 

The 3GPP Specification TS 29.208 defines in section 7.1.1 the mapping of SDP parameters and max. Authorized QoS parameters in the PCF. Table 7.1.1.1 contains the rules which should apply for this mapping. 

In version 5.0.0 of this specification the mapping rules considered all 4 DiffServ-classes specified in stage 2 specification TS 23.107, namely conversational class, streaming class, interactive class and background class.

In version 5.1.0 the rules changed to only consider three of the four DiffServ-classes, which are conversational class, interactive class and background class.  

Discussion

As the mapping is defined in the latest version of the specification TS 29.208 v.5.1.0, all media flows with a media type equals ‘audio’ or ‘video’ would get an max. Authorized QoS profile assigned which euqals the traffic class ‘conversational’. 

With such a behaviour expensive radio resources could be wasted on the one hand (potential fraud). On the other hand a user requesting a streaming session would be limited by defined QoS parameters which are appropriate for conversational sessions.  The question is how could the network rely on an appropriate QoS mapping done by the application to MT-TE interfaces? – a potential failure of this mapping, would rely on the proper maximum authorised QoS mapping taking place at the PDF.  Therefore, the PDF mapping needs to include all QoS classes, including the streaming class.   

Proposal/Suggestion.

Re-introduction of the possibility to have a streaming session limited by max. Authorized QoS parameters which are appropriate for a streaming class session.
