Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN #18 plenary related to CN3 matters:

1. CN3's status report given in NP-020606 was noted. The meeting reports of CN3#25 (Miami) and CN3#26 (Bangkok) by MCC provided in NP-020608 and NP-020609 were also noted.

2. The liaison statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-020607. They were noted.

3. CN3's change requests were approved as provided by CN3. They are contained in the documents NP-020613 – NP-020627. 
Document NP-020628 was withdrawn because TS 29.163 is not yet under change control and has to be implemented by the rapporteur. 
Some confusion came up when we discussed the CRs for TS 09.61 on “RADIUS enhancement for identification of VPLMN” for R97 (N3-021005) and for R98 (N3-021006) in NP-020613. It seemed that the CRs were made on a wrong version of TS 09.61 because the CRs are based on text that contains references to 24.008 and 29.002. However, we found that the CRs are based on the correct versions, but the existing text of these versions is wrong: A specification TS 09.61 should contain a reference to 04.08 rather than to 24.008. I would like interested parties in CN3 to check the references in these two versions of TS 09.61 and to bring CRs to next CN3 meeting to correct the situation.
4. The open issues for the Go interface that are listed in NP-020611 and NP-020612 have to be solved in Rel-5.

5. TSG CN has received a Liaison Statement in response to our views and requirements concerning SIP – ISUP/BICC interworking in NP-020632.  ITU-T SG 11 informed that the completion date of the relevant recommendation will be November 2003 and that a stable version will be available after the April 2003 editors’ session. A separate document that can be referred by 3GPP will not exist. 
A discussion took place in CN based on two controversial contributions by individual companies (NP-020631 and NP-020662). Finally, CN has decided that CN3 will reference to the ITU-T recommendation when it is complete. Until then, CN3 creates a normative annex in TS 29.163 using existing material from ITU-T SG11 in order to get a stable basis for the work that has to be done in CN3. 
CN decided the following procedure:

· CN3 to start with the work at CN#27 (February 2003) with the material attached to NP-020631 to create a normative annex in TS 29.163. Ericsson confirmed to provide a related contribution to CN3.

· CN3 to synchronise with ITU-T SG11 at CN#28 (May 2003) with the output of the April meeting of ITU‑T SG11.

· CN3 to present TS 29.163 for information at CN#20 (June 2003).

· CN3 to present TS 29.163 for approval at CN#21 (September 2003).

· Long term solution: CN3 to replace the normative annex in TS 29.163 by a reference to ITU-T recommendation when completed.

6. TR 29.962 on “Signalling Interworking between the 3GPP Profile of SIP and non-3GPP SIP usage” was presented for information. 
It was remarked that CN3 should follow the common practice to show open issues on the cover sheet when a TR or TS is presented for information or for approval. 
The future handling of this TR was endorsed by CN#18 as proposed by the joint CN1/CN3 session with the modification that CN3 has to complete this TR at CN3#27 in February before CN1 can review it at their April and May meetings. This was decided in order to avoid overlapping work in CN1 and CN3 because there are still some pending contributions in CN3.


7. It was again clarified that Rel-5 is functionally frozen. CAT B, CAT C and CAT D CRs are not allowed from CN#19 onwards. CN will decide at CN#19 how to proceed with CAT F CRs, i.e. whether these CRs need to be essential corrections to get approved. 

8. SA2 informed CN that stage 3 work on 3GPP - WLAN interworking can start (NP-020655). CN#18 requested CN4 to provide a WID and to determine the work split among CN WGs. Nokia confirmed to provide such a contribution.

9. The CN5 Chairman has resigned. Elections will take place in January 2003. 
CN1 and CN3 will have elections in February 2003. Both of the Chairmen have indicated that they stand for a further term.
CN will have elections in March 2003. The Chairman and both of the Vice-Chairmen stand for a further term.
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
