Dear Colleagues, 

Please find below my summary of the CN related hilites from the CN#18 and SA#18 Plenaries.  
CN and SA approved the CRs related to the IETF liaison.  A response was sent from SA to the IETF describing the resolution of each of the items (SP-020842).  This response was based upon the output from the CN meeting.  As part of the agreement to accept the CRs a liaison was generated based upon Orange input.  This liaison describes further work that is needed on the 488 reject solution (SP-020839).   SA2 will address the issue of subscriber media (NP-020677) and respond back with guidance to CN4.  3GPP and CN1 in particular has gained considerable respect in the eyes of the IETF leadership by the handling of these issues.
A 3GPP/IETF workshop has been set up for January 27-28, 2003 in San Francisco.  This will address outstanding issues from Release 5 and future Release 6 requirements and architectural issues. 
SA generated a coordinated response to ETSI TC MTS on Network Integration Testing Methodology (SP-020841)  TC MTS is invited to participate directly in the WGs and establish the work within the 3GPP (by defining a WID for the work) if they wish to pursue.  No further work is currently expected by the CN WGs unless the work is brought to 3GPP.
CN sent a liaison to SA1 (NP-020672) informing them that SS invocation of SMS barring over GPRS is acceptable as a release 6 item (and not to earlier releases), however control of SS over GPRS is a major task and CN has doubts as to whether the benefit is worth the effort required for this capability.
There was considerable controversy in both CN and SA on IMS access via SIM in 3G UEs.  It was noted that this is a very late Release 5 requirement.  All affected WGs (including CN1 and CN4) are requested to investigate the impacts of supporting this in Release 5.  SA2 is expected to provide additional information to CN1 and CN4 to guide their analysis.  A liaison from SA3 to CN1 has already been sent (SP-020811) describing the encapsulation strategy agreed in SA3.  The CRs from SA1 and SA2 on this issue were returned to the originating groups.  A decision will be made in SA#19 based upon the results of the analysis.
CN approved CRs which provide a reject code to signal lack of support of SMS over GPRS in release 5 (reject code #69).  SA agreed that a UE attempting to originate SMS over the PS domain should fallback to the CS domain if the PS attempt fails.  No service clarification should be expected from SA1 to mandate an indicator for what domains SMS is supported over.  CN can do this as a Release 6 optimization if we so desire.
A CR was agreed in CN providing download of emergency numbers over both the CS and PS domains (NP-020674). 

ITU-T SG11 have indicated that they will not split out the 3GPP SIP to BICC/ISUP profile from the rest of Q.1912.SIP.  Furthermore, the deliverable will be ready no earlier than November 2003.  This will cause a slip from the planned March, 2003 completion of the IMS to CS interworking work item.  CN agreed that for Release 6, CN3 will create a standalone document providing the mapping.  Initial work will be based upon an Ericsson proposal, but an alignment will be done with output of the April SG 11 rapporteurs' meeting.  Alignment with ITU and incorporation of Q.1912.SIP by reference are long-term goals.
A response to the liaison from ITU-T SSG on Q.1741.3 will be produced by the ITU-T coordination ad-hoc.  This will be presented for approval at CN#19.  This information will then be distributed to the SDOs.  This schedule should allow the SDOs to reply by the April ITU deadline.  The baseline will be based upon the output of TSG#18 and is in line with the ITU-R response.
The collocated August 2003 CN WGs meeting is moved to August 25-29, 2003 (still at ETSI). 

Category D CRs to Release 5 are no longer permitted.  Non-essential category F Release 5 CRs are still permitted, but this leniency will be re-assessed at each plenary.
The CN2 and CN4 feedback that a merge will probably not be possible in 2003 will be conveyed to the PCG.  CN will continue to assess the situation as the actual workload becomes apparent. Other organizational ideas are also solicited.  In order to gather data, the WG chairs are requested to compile statistics on the overlap of delegates between IMS and non-IMS work.
The CN5 chair [Ard-Jan Moerdijk] announced his intention to resign from CN5 chairman position. CN thanks Ard-Jan for his leadership and contributions and wishes him luck in his future assignments.  Elections for the chair position will be organized by MCC in the January CN5 meeting.
The following new or revised WIDs were approved in CN: 

-       Mn interface (MGCF to IM-MGW) NP-202600 
-       Mp interface (MRFC to MRFP) NP-020601 
-       Presence NP-020679 
-       Ze interface NP-020680 
-       OSA Release 6 NP-020537 
-       Interoperability and Commonality between IP Multimedia Systems using different IP connectivity networks NP-020572
Although not formally approved, CN endorsed work on the following topics.  The relevant WGs should agree the WIDs for presentation at CN#19.
-       Enhanced Dialed Services (SA approved this work) 
-       WLAN stage 3 work 

SA4 has initiated work on enhanced TFO (eTFO).  There was controversy in SA as to the cost/benefit ratio of this work.  SA2 will analyze the impacts of this work and will forward those results to CN3 and CN4 for consideration.
A workshop will be held on early UE handling in January 29-30 at ETSI.  Some of the solutions being considered will impact CN.  CN delegates interested in this subject are urged to participate.
Work is beginning on a second UMTS encryption and integrity protection algorithm.  Work on an enhanced WB-AMR codec is also starting.
Iain Sharp was elected as chair of the Future Evolution Ad-Hoc.  The next meeting will be on March 17, 2003 (before the SA meeting).
Activities by WG: 

The following are the actions requested by the CN and SA plenaries for the CN WGs.  Note that the supporting companies are still required to introduce the appropriate contributions into the WGs to ensure that the actions occur.
CN1: 

Review the liaison on follow-up actions on SDP editing alternative (SP-020839) and provide analysis and CRs as appropriate.
Analyze impacts of IMS access with SIM based on guidance from SA2 and SA3. 

CN1 is asked to provide statistics on the number of delegates participating for IMS only, GSM or GPRS only, or both.  This will provide input for further reorganization discussions.
TR 29.962 (SIP interworking) will be updated by CN3 at their February CN3 meeting and reviewed by CN1 at their April CN1 meeting.  Ownership is with CN3.
Continued clean-up of 24.228 to align with 24.229. 

Elections for CN1 chair and vice-chair(s) at the February CN1 meeting. 

CN2: 

SA approved  a Release 6 WID and CR for enhanced dialled services (SP-020818 and SP-020817).  CN endorsed this in principle in the plenary.  CN2 should produce a CN wide WID for approval at CN#19.  CR production may occur in parallel with this.
ASN.1 CRs which correct errors preventing proper compilation are considered essential corrections and allowable. 

CN2 is asked to provide statistics on the number of delegates participating for IMS only, GSM or GPRS only, or both.  This will provide input for further reorganization discussions.
CN3: 

TR 29.962 (SIP interworking) will be updated by CN3 at their February CN3 meeting and reviewed by CN1 at their April CN1 meeting.  Ownership is with CN3.
Progress 29.163 based upon NP-020631.  In May, resync based upon the output of the April SG11 rapporteurs meeting.  Proceed as a standalone document with an eye towards eventual alignment and referencing of Q.1912.SIP
CN3 is asked to provide statistics on the number of delegates participating for IMS only, GSM or GPRS only, or both.  This will provide input for further reorganization discussions
Elections for CN3 chair and vice-chair(s) at the February CN3 meeting. 

CN4: 

Analyze impacts of IMS access with SIM based on guidance from SA2 and SA3. 

Progress work on subscribed media assuming guidance is received from SA2 (in response to NP-020677). 

SA approved a Release 6 WID and CR for enhanced dialled services (SP-020818 and SP-020817).  CN endorsed this in principle in the plenary.  CN4 should review the a WID CN2 as prime responsible).  CR production may occur in parallel with this.
CN4 is asked to provide statistics on the number of delegates participating for IMS only, GSM or GPRS only, or both.  This will provide input for further reorganization discussions
CN5: 

The CN5 decision to produce CRs every other plenary will be revisited at CN#19.  CN5 is requested to provide statistics on the number of CRs agreed between CN#17 and CN#18, between CN#18 and CN#19, and the number of colliding CRs.
A CR to 22.127 (CR061) on enhancements for the monitor and control of IP Sessions was not approved, but was sent to SA2 for analysis.  CN5 should monitor the stability of this requirement.
CN5 is asked to provide statistics on the number of delegates participating for IMS only, GSM or GPRS only, or both.  This will provide input for further reorganization discussions.
Elections for CN5 at the January CN5 meeting.
