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1 Introduction

At the CN#18 plenary the following process was agreed :

“In the CN3 May meeting CN3 will do a re-synchronization with the output of the ITU-T.  Although 29.163 will proceed as a self contained document, 3GPP should strive for as much alignment as possible. The plan should be to have 29.163 presented for information in June 2003, and approval in September 2003.

The long term plan is to remove the 3GPP specific material and replace it with a reference to.1912.SIP in order to avoid deviations between the ITU and 3GPP worlds. This will be done only if it is possible to do so.”

The ITU-T SG11 met in April in Paris, and this document aim is to keep track of different items that are misaligned between TS 29.163 and Q.1912.SIP.  This is done in the form of a list with a very brief description.

Considerable progress was made at the Paris SG11 meeting, with only a few minor technical items outstanding. It should therefore be possible to ensure alignment as agreed at CN#18 for the September deadline.

2 Open Items
1. Tables 3, 4, 5, 6, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15 of 29.163 are misaligned with ITU after some minor corrections have been done.

(Nortel is proposing a CR in this meeting to align.)

2. The supplementary service COLP/COLR has been now described in ITU Q.1912

(Nortel is bringing a contribution to incorporate this service in 29.163)

3. Table 9 in 29.163 is misaligned in causes 102, 111, 127. 

(Nortel understand that the value 111 in 3GPP is more appropriate and will act on ITU to align, causes 102 and 127 are modified in a related contribution)
4. Table 17 in 29.163 is misaligned with ITU in some entries. 
(Nortel is proposing a CR to clarify this.)

5. Sections 7.2.3.2.8 Sending of ANM; 7.2.3.2.9 Coding of the ANM; 7.2.3.2.10 Sending of CON; 7.2.3.2.11 Coding of CON are related with Q.1912 clause 7.5 Receipt of 200 OK INVITE. This sections has been updated and need to be aligned.

(Nortel is proposing a CR to clarify this.)
6. Clauses 7.2.3.2.14 Receipt of REL; 7.2.3.2.15 Receipt of RSC, GRS, CGB; 7.2.3.2.16 Autonomous Release at O-MGCF are described with a greater level of detail in ITU clauses 7.7.1 onwards.

7. In ITU Q.1912 clause 7.1 Sending of INVITE, scenarios A, B, C, D contains a useful level of detail that is not reflected in 29.163 clause 7.2.3.2.1 Sending of INVITE. This includes useful information with regard to Preconditions.

3 Conclusion

As we can see from the list above, TS 29.163 v1.5.1 is mainly aligned with ITU-T Q.1912 document. The list above may not be exhaustive and some items may have been overlooked, but it’s showing that the level of alignment is high. Some CRs presented in this meeting are trying to correct those mismatches according to latest version of Q.1912SIP. 

It is proposed to maintain this or a similar list with the identified items of misalignment as an Annex to the meeting report in order to fulfil the plenary request, and keep the level of deviation of 3GPP from ITU to the minimum. Items should be deleted if alignment is achieved, or the rationale for deviation documented if 3GPP chooses not to align with ITU-T on any issue.
