The following cases are possible trigger conditions for sending the 180 Ringing:

· The reception of ACM with the “Backwards Call Indicator (BCI)-Called party's status indicator” parameter set to “subscriber free”.

If the BCI parameter is set to “no indication” or any other value other than “subscriber free”, then the ACM is not interworked, and a 183 Session Progress is sent to the IMS side.
· The reception of CPG with Event information Event indicator set to alerting

If the CPG Event indicator is set to “progress” or “in-band information”, then the CPG is not interworked, and a 183 Session Progress is sent to the IMS side.
