Dear Colleagues, 

Please find below my summary of the CN related hilites from the CN#19 and SA#19 Plenaries. 

A major topic of discussion was how to handle implementation errors in pre-Rel 99 core networks.  Ultimately it was decided that it was preferable to document any workarounds as CRs against the existing specifications instead of as a TR.  These CRs are covered under our current procedures, but must meet the guidelines established for permissible changes to frozen releases.  In addition a liaison was sent to GSMA TWG urging operators to deploy the network fixes and requesting information on the gravity and timeline of the problems (NP-030146).  Early feedback from the GSMA TWG indicates that they are urging the operators to expeditiously deploy the network fixes.
The 24.008 CR for the indicator for the Signalling PDP context was approved, however the 24.229 CR was sent back to CN1 awaiting further clarification on its usage from SA2 (NP-030054)
The CN3/CN4 proposal to use a 2 step HLR interrogation procedure for SCUDIF was challenged on the basis of signalling load and interaction with CAMEL (NP-030078, NP-030106, NP-030131).  The CRs were sent back to CN3 and CN4 for further evaluation, in discussion with CN2.
CN responded to the ITU-T SSG request for Rel 5 Core network specs in NP-030150.  This will be sent to the SDOs as the basis for their response to the request for input to Q.1741.3.
SA rejected the proposal to support SIMs in IMS.  Therefore the CRs conditionally approved in CN (NP-030053) are rejected.
SA1 was tasked to review the proposal for storing IMEI in the HLR as a guide for whether a UE is MMS capable.  CN4 should not take action on this proposal until the SA1 analysis has been done.
A decision on whether to use IMEISV or a bit map in early UE handling has still not been made.  SA2 will do an analysis of the system impacts of the two alternatives for early UE handling.  A vote will be taken at RAN#20 to choose between the two alternatives.
SA2 should identify the underlying operator needs which motivated the eTFO proposal and consider solutions to fulfill those needs.  CN WGs should not take any action until that analysis has been done.
SA2 should review the two IETF IPv6 drafts on 3GPP IPv4/IPv6 interworking scenarios and see if they are acceptable.  Although CN3 was initially tasked with this investigation under the IP interworking WID, it was later clarified that this work item is primarily focused on SIP extensions and CN3 has little expertise in IPv4/IPv6 interworking issues. The investigation focus should therefore be SA2.
The timelines for Release 6 are still not yet decided.  Proposals ranged from Dec 03 to June 04.  WGs should make a realistic assessment of their work item completion dates of their WIDs for input to the project plan for SA#20.
The following new WIDs were approved: 
- Enhanced Dialled Services (NP-030152) 
 - WLAN interworking stage 3 (NP-030116) 

The following WIDs were revised 
- Emergency calls over IMS - aligned with SA2 WID and completing at CN#22 (NP-030149) 
- Mn (MGCF to IMS-MSG) - completion slipped until CN#22 (NP-030115) 
- MBMS - completion slipped until CN#22 (NP-030151) 
- OSA Rel 6 - aligned with SA1 WID (NP-030036) 

The following WIDs were deleted due to lack of interest 
- Preferred Framing Protocol 
- Enhanced HE control of security (not actually a WID, but a work task in the project plan) 
- Ze Stage 3 

SA and SA3 were informed of the intention to delete the security work items mentioned above (NP-030139).  There were no objections to deleting the WIDs from SA.  In addition, SA and SA1 were informed by CN5 that several of the OSA work tasks are in danger of being deleted if no activity occurs by the CN#20. 
All WGs are asked to provide information on any dependencies they have on work ongoing in OMA or dependencies that OMA has on them (if known).  This will allow project planning with respect to OMA.
Based on the statistics gathered from the CN WGs, a reorganization along IMS/non-IMS lines does not seem to make sense.  A date for the CN2/CN4 merger could not be agreed. The CN2 and CN4 chairs will provide a proposal at CN#20.
The working methods disallowing "nice-to-have" CRs in Rel 5 will be enforced after CN#20. Any non-essential corrections should be agreed before CN#20.
The charter of the future evolution workshop was extended to September, 2003. 

All TSG chairs and vice-chairs were re-elected for another 2 year term. 

Activities by WG: 

The following are the actions requested by the CN and SA plenaries for the CN WGs.  Note that the supporting companies are still required to introduce the appropriate contributions into the WGs to ensure that the actions occur.
CN1: 

Continued clean-up of 24.228 to align with 24.229.  Cleanup must be completed by CN#20. 

A workshop on UE idle mode procedures is planned for April 24-25 in Paris, France (CN1, RAN, SA2).  CN1 delegates are urged to attend.
Analyze TR 29.962 and provide feedback to CN3. 

Provide feedback to SA4 on the delay range and characterization for conversational packet service aspects within the CN1 domain (NP-030125).
Please inform the MCC of any dependencies that CN1 has on work ongoing in OMA or dependencies that OMA has on CN1 (if known).  

CN2: 

Review in conjunction with CN3/CN4, possible alternatives to the 2 step HLR interrogation procedure for SCUDIF. 

Please inform the MCC of any dependencies that CN2 has on work ongoing in OMA or dependencies that OMA has on CN2 (if known).  
CN3: 

Review in conjunction with CN2/CN4, possible alternatives to the 2 step HLR interrogation procedure for SCUDIF. 

Provide feedback to SA4 on the delay range and characterization for conversational packet service aspects within the CN3 domain (NP-030125).
Please inform the MCC of any dependencies that CN3 has on work ongoing in OMA or dependencies that OMA has on CN3 (if known).  
CN4: 

Note that there may be some restructuring of 23.234 (WLAN stage 2) as SA5 has requested that the charging related work be separated out or at least controlled by SA5.
Note that the "Identity Portability in IMS" task has been deleted from the IMS phase 2 WID (Stage 2). 

Investigate (in conjunction with CN3) whether the Wm interface is more appropriately handled by CN3. 

Review in conjunction with CN2/CN3, possible alternatives to the 2 step HLR interrogation procedure for SCUDIF. 

Provide feedback to SA4 on the delay range and characterization for conversational packet service aspects within the CN4 domain (NP-030125).
Please inform the MCC of any dependencies that CN4 has on work ongoing in OMA or dependencies that OMA has on CN4 (if known).  
CN5: 

The CR delivery schedule proposed by CN5 was endorsed by CN#19, however it was noted that exceptions may need to be made in certain circumstances.
Please inform the MCC of any dependencies that CN5 has on work ongoing in OMA or dependencies that OMA has on CN5 (if known).
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
