Authorize QoS resources at originating PDF

This clause covers the Authorize QoS resources procedure at the originating PDF.
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1.
The P-CSCF(PDF) gets the SDP parameters defined by the originator and identifies the connection information needed (IP address of the down link IP flow(s), port numbers to be used etc…).

2.
The P-CSCF(PDF) gets the negotiated SDP parameters from the terminating side through SIP signalling interaction. The P-CSCF(PDF) identifies the connection information needed (e.g. destination IP address(es) and port number(s) of the of the up-link media IP flow(s) and their associated RTCP IP flow(s)).

3.
The P-CSCF(PDF) uses the SDP parameters in order to define the QoS resource authorisation. The PDF authorises every component negotiated for the session. The authorization shall be expressed in terms of IP QoS parameters. An authorization token is generated by the PDF and sent to the UE.

In future releases this mapping rule may change. For release 5 this mapping rule is optional for the UE. In the case of forking, the various forked responses may have different QoS requirements for the same media component. When the Authorized UMTS QoS Parameters are used by the UE, they shall be set equal to the highest values requested for that media component by any of the active forked responses. The UE should use the mapping rule in table 7.2.2.1 for each forked response.
