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The CN Chairman and Vice-Chairmen as well as the Chairmen of the CN WGs have discussed SA5’s LS on possible re-organisation of 3GPP charging specification work and have come to the following conclusion formulated by the CN Chairman:

In our view, it makes a lot of sense to migrate the SWGB work into SA1, SA2, and CN3 or CN4.  Having all-in-one groups causes a conflict with the normal tiered structure and shouldn't be done unless absolutely necessary.  Considerable time has been wasted in discussions between SA2 and SA5 on who has responsibility for stage 2 decisions and documentation.  We see nothing special enough about charging to mandate it being outside the normal workflow.

But it is important to make the transition smoothly.  We would propose the following sequence:

 - SWGB moves under CN as an ad-hoc

 - SWGB gives up stage 2 responsibility to SA2

 - SWGB gets integrated into CN3 or CN4 if the workload can be accommodated.  Otherwise it might become a new WG.

The most we can do is offer a home in CN.  It is up to SA5 or SA5 SWGB to decide if they want to accept the offer.  But it is important for SWGB to understand that if they do accept a home in CN, then they must realise that the scope of their work will ultimately be restricted to protocol work.

Since this is a management issue, CN would like to send to SA5 a consolidated CN reply at the CN level. For this the WGs are asked to discuss the present document in conjunction with SA5’s LS and to report their views to the CN Chairman who will send an e-mail to SA5. 

The WGs are of course welcome to send individual response LSs to SA5.
