Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you a short notice to inform you about the results of CN #21 plenary related to CN3 matters:

1. CN3's status report given in NP-030323 was noted. The meeting reports of CN3#29 (Sophia Antipolis) by MCC provided in NP-030324 was also noted.

2. The liaison statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-030325. They were noted.

3. CN3's change requests were provided in the documents NP-030327 – NP-030332, NP-030334 – NP-030338, NP-030340, NP-030342, NP-030343 and in NP-030432.  All of them were approved as provided by CN3. Please note, that 
- NP-030341 (Radius protocol at GGSN) was withdrawn because an agreement was not reached during the CN3’s e-mail approval process and
- NP-030432 is a revision of NP-030339 because the CR was missing in that document.
4. TS 29.163 was presented as version 2.0.0 in NP-030326 for approval. It was approved and will be placed now under change control as version 6.0.0. 
5. CN#21 has approved the following (new or updated) Work Items that have some impact on CN3:
- NP-030422: Support of the Multimedia Broadcast Multicast Service (MBMS) in CN protocols.
 

6. T-Mobile and Vodafone presented a discussion document on “Inter-network accounting for BS30-based services such as video” (NP-030431).  CN#21 has requested CN3 to provide a solution. SA#21 has still to determine or to confirm the 3GPP Releases where a possible solution should be applicable.

7. The meeting schedule for co-located WG meetings in 2004 was confirmed as follows:
- 16 - 20 Feb 2004 in Malaga, Spain
- 10 - 14 May 2004 in Croatia
- 16 - 20 Aug 2004 in US
- 15 - 19 Nov 2004 in Asia.
8. Election for a CN Vice-Chairman position took place. Iain Sharp of Nortel Networks (Europe) replaces Ian David Chalmers Park of Vodafone Ltd. 

9. The CN Chairman gave an update of the issue of moving the work of SA5 SWG B (Charging). It seems that they have resolved their resource problem, and they do not intend to move work out of SA5 SWG B in the Rel-6 timeframe.
