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1 Introduction

In CN3#28 Meeting in San Diego, it was agreed in principle to keep track of the list of misalignments between 29.163 and Q.1912.SIP. This list, when completed and agreed, will be incorporated to an stable version of TS 29.163 as an Annex

This way CN3 will be fulfilling Plenary mandate of keeping both specification as aligned as possible, and the differences between them will be well documented and reasoned in front of the plenary. Also this future Annex will be useful for the designer community and operators to understand the main differences between 3GPP and ITU recommendations for the SIP-BICC/ISUP interworking.

Note: The following list is very preliminary and cannot be considered completed until a stable status of TS 29.163 has been reached. And update of the list can be prepared after the meeting.

Note 2: ITU-T has finalised it work on Q.1912.SIP now called Q.1912.5, and will be approved via the APP process. Its now up to the Administrations who have 30 days to submit any comments before the doc becomes an international standard.
