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1. Overall Description:

CN3 has studied the proposed Gn interface based solution for WLAN Access in the LS from SA2 on the use of GTP for WLAN-GPRS interworking (S2-040466, N3-040016). 

CN3 made the following observations: 

· CN3 is not aware of how the binding information can be transported from the WLAN terminal to the PDG (to be further sent to the GGSN in the PDP context activation request). If the GGSN and the PDF do not receive binding information at the bearer establishment, the PDP context activation request sent by the PDG to the GGSN will be rejected due to authorization failure, unless the operator has chosen to accept the PDP context activation without binding information. 
· If the above problem is be overcome by not applying the SBLP to the WLAN Access, the GGSN shall be able to separate the WLAN access and the GPRS access from each other at the PDP context activation. 

· Concerning bullet 4, if relevant QoS parameters, e.g. data rate parameters, can’t be transported from the WLAN terminal to the PDG to enable a normal PDP context establishment between the PDG and the GGSN, then a fixed QoS setting may be used in the PDG. This would from the GGSN point of view be fully transparent. GGSN would as a response to this request just return a negotiated QoS according to existing GGSN procedures.
