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Introduction

The CN plenary #24 discussed two alternative proposals on RADIUS enhancements on the Gi interface. One of the documents, NP-040246 handled earlier in CN3 but with no unanimity, proposes the transfer of packet filters out of the Gi interface in Accounting-Request START and Accounting-Request Interim-Update messages. The other document, NP-040279 brought directly to the plenary, proposes the transfer of the TFT packet filters received from the MS out of the Gi interface in the same messages. 

The CN plenary referred the issue back to CN3 for further clarification. 

Discussion

The original proposal, updated with the clarifications in the CN3#31 meeting, suggests the sending of the TFT filters out of the Gi interface in Accounting-Request START and Accounting-Request Interim-Update messages. The information in the TFT filter parameters is created by the user to indicate the address(es) where to receive incoming traffic from servers or external parties. Consequently, sending this information out of the 3GPP network to external parties can hardly be regarded as risky or dubious. 

On the other hand, sending the SBLP filters, as proposed in NP-040246, out of the 3GPP network to external parties can be regarded as highly dubious. The SBLP filters are created by the network for policy control and policy enforcement purposes. The information is originally not mentioned to be delivered to external parties. The policy enforcement is architecturally defined as being the functionality within the GGSN. Sending this information out of the Gi interface should be avoided, if there are alternative ways to reach the desired objectives. 

Further, IMS charging is already specified in 3GPP and alternative procedures are not desirable. 

Proposal

After clarification in and between the previous meetings, the minimum set of information required to be sent out of the Gi interface seems to be the TFT filters, and further, the sending of this information seems to be acceptable by all companies.

Therefore, it is proposed that the updated CR in tdoc N3-040508, corresponding to the originally in CN3#31 clarified principle and content to send the TFT filters in Accounting-Request START and Accounting-Request Interim-Update messages, is agreed. 

The sending of any other parameters should not any further delay the handling and approval of the CR adding the sending of the TFT filters. The sending of any other parameters should be handled as a separate issue. 
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
