RFC 3588 mandates in Section 8.3.2 “A successful RAA message MUST be followed by an application-specific authentication and/or authorization message.” However, for the Gq application such an application specific message is not always required, for instance when the RAR is used to report the GPRS charging ID or a loss or recovery of the bearer.

2. A single RAR command is currently allowed to be used for different Gq specific Actions. However, the semantics of the Flows AVP becomes ambiguous if several Gq specific actions are combined. (For instance, when combining the indication of loss of one PDP context with the indication of the recovery of another PDP context). Scenarios where several Gq specific actions can be combined in one RAR command appear to be very unlikely.

	
	

	Summary of change:

Re-Auth-Request (RAR) command

The RAR command, indicated by the Command-Code field set to 258 and the ‘R’ bit set in the Command Flags field, is sent by the PDF to the AF in order to indicate Gq specific action.
As an option, the AF may send an AAR command to the PDF to update the service information when receiving an RAA command. However, application-specific authentication and/or authorization messages are not mandated for the Gq application in response to an RAR command.
The values INDICATION_OF_LOSS_OF_BEARER, INDICATION_OF_RECOVERY_OF_BEARER and INDICATION_OF_RELEASE_OF_BEARER of the Gq-Specific-Action AVP shall not be combined with each other in an Re-Auth-Request.
