Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you a brief summary  to inform you about the  results of CN#25 plenary related to CN3 matters. In short, the meeting was quite positive for us, since all CN3 input was approved with no or very minor changes. See below:

1.
CN3's status report given in NP-040330 was noted. The meeting report of CN3#33 (Sophia Antipolis) provided in NP-040331 by MCC was also noted.

2.
The liaison statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-040332. They were noted.

3.
CN3's change requests provided in the documents NP-040333 - NP-040338 and NP-040346 were approved as provided by CN3.

4.
TS 29.209 v2.0.2 on “Policy Control over Gq Interface” (NP-040421) was presented for approval. The TS was approved with one late correction as provided by the rapporteur.

5.
TS 29.161 v2.0.1 (WLAN interworking, Wi interface) (NP-040344) was presented for conditional approval since it had a dependency to scenario 3 specified in  TS24.234 from CN1.  It turned out that scenario 3 is only 60% complete. However, we identified that the dependency between the two TSs was very limited. Therefore the condition was removed and TS 29.161 could be approved. MCC will remove two Void references and renumber the relevant references before the TS is issued as v6.0.0.

6.
TS 29.210 v1.0.1 was presented for information. The TS was noted.

7.
TS 29.162 v1.1.1 was presented for information. The TS was noted.

8.
The new WID on “Rx interface specifications for flow based charging” was presented.  The plenary requested that WIs for the Gq interface and the Gx interface were added to the list of linked WIs. With this change the WID was approved  (NP-040431).

9.
The new WID on “Diameter for the PDG Wi interface was presented and approved (NP-040340).

10.
The new WID on “Diameter for the GGSN Gi interface was presented. The plenary could not accept to have TEI-7 as a parent feature. Therefore, the WI was re-classified to a Feature. With this change the WID was approved  (NP-040434).

11.
Supporting companies for the Presence WI was asked to write contributions on the Pk interface.

12.
CN3 informed that it is discussing to transform TR23.910 into a TS. CN3 was asked  to create a WID with supporting companies. If agreed in CN3, the WID and the draft TS should be submitted to the December  plenary.

13.
CN3 asked to continue Rel-6 work till the December plenary for the following WIs:  IMS-IP interworking, Gmb interface, Gx interface, Rx interface, Gq interface, Pk interface,  TEI-6 (Radius at GGSN, TR23.210). Contents of Rel-6 will be further discussed at the SA plenary.

14.
A WID on Protocol impact from providing IMS services via fixed broadband (ref. TISPAN NGN) was approved. CN1 is the leading group, but CN3 specifications 29.209 and 29.163 are foreseen to be impacted. Rel-7 time frame.
15.
It was confirmed that the CN WG meetings will take place in Sidney, 14-18 February, 2005.
