Bearer release due to  AF session events
This clause covers the case where an AF session event (session release or modification), is followed by the release of the bearer that carries the IP flow(s) for that AF session.
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1.
The AF receives an internal or external trigger for a session release. 

2.
When the session event corresponds to a session release, the AF sends session termination request, Diameter STR, to the CRF to indicate the removal of the session. For a session modification event a Diameter AAR would be sent instead.

3.
The CRF marks the Charging Rules for the affected IP flow(s) of this AF session to be removed. For a session mofication it may also need to store new session information.

4.
When the session event corresponds to a session release, the CRF sends Diameter STA , session termination answer, to the AF. For a session modification event a Diameter AAA would be sent instead.


5.
If the CRF has not been notified that the affected bearer(s), for GPRS the PDP context(s), have been terminated,it sends Diameter RAR to trigger the TPF to request Charging Rules.

6.
The TPF sends Diameter RAA to acknowledge the RAR.

7.
The Charging Rules are requested by the TPF, using the Diameter CCR.

8.
The CRF removes the affected Charging Rules by using Diameter CCA.

9.
The TPF removes the indicated Charging Rules.

10.
The bearer is deactivated.

11.
The TPF sends a  Diameter CCR message to the CRF, indicating bearer termination. 

12.
The CRF acknowledges the bearer termination by sending a Diameter CCA message.
