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The following email was distributed on the CN3 mailing list on 16 December 2004:

Dear CN3 delegates,

I would like to give you some brief notes  to inform you about the  results of the  CN#26 plenary related to CN3 matters. In summary, all CN3 input was approved with no technical changes, although we had some editorial problems with the CN3 documents both before and during the meeting.  See below:

1.
CN3's status report given in NP-040589 was noted. The meeting reports of CN3#33bis (Sophia Antipolis) and CN3#34 (Seoul) provided in NP-040552 and NP-040553  by MCC were also noted.

2.
The liaison statements sent by CN3 are contained in NP-040554 and NP-040470. They were noted. Note that the LS in N3-040826 has been sent  to CN4 separately (withheld till after approval of the MBMS CRs), and will be included in the next plenary report.

Regarding our reply LS to RAN3 on network initiated service change (N3-040868) it became clear that a parallell discussion was ongoing at the co-located RAN plenary. Since the proposed CRs were intended for Rel-6, an extension till March was granted in order to try to agree on the technical solution.

3.
All CN3's change requests were approved according to the following list:

It was necessary to make some editorial changes to the individual CRs agreed in CN3. See below.

N3-040893 revised to N3-040894 (Wrong WI code: e2eQoS --> TEI6,  CR rev: 2 --> 3)

N3-040702 revised to N3-040895 (Wrong CR rev: 1--> 3, Wrong TS version: 6.0.0 --> 6.1.0)

N3-040802 revised to N3-040896 (Wrong CR no: 003 --> 009 rev.1, Wrong TS version: X.Y.Z --> 6.0.0)

N3-040875 revised to N3-040897 (Wrong CR no: 002 --> 008 rev.3)

In addition, the 6 CRs on MBMS Gmb had to be merged into one new CR with the number NP-040616. These CRs were agreed at two different CN3 meetings. Although the CRs were technically correct, the changes were not indicated according to the common practice.  Also, the CRs required a specific order of implementation  to give the correct end result. (For later, we need to check such cases when we have overlapping CRs. In particular, when there are two meetings between the plenaries, the CRs from the first meeting should be seen as input to the second  meeting.)

4.
TS 29.210 v2.0.0 on “Charging Rule provisioning over Gx interface” (NP-040566) was approved.

5.
TS 29.211 v1.0.0 on “Rx interface and Rx/Gx signalling flows” (NP-040567) was presented for information. The CN plenary appreciated the good progress that had been made, and there were no objections to extending the Rel-6 work till the March plenary.

6.
TS 29.162 v2.0.0 on “Interworking between the IM CN subsystem and IP networks” (NP-040588) was approved.

7.
TS 23.202 v1.0.1 (NP-040607) was approved. It was stepped up from v1.0.0 during the meeting because an editorial correction of the Foreword was requested. The corresponding WID (NP-040563) was approved as provided by CN3. The "direct approval" procedure was accepted as an exception since the WI was basically of editorial nature.

8.
Supporting companies for the Presence WI was once more asked to write contributions on the Pk interface. It was agreed to align the freezing of this work with the freezing date of the overall Presence WI.

9.
MCC was asked to step up CN3 specifications (except TR23.910) to a Rel-6 version

10.
A revised WID on emergency calls (NP-040608) was approved. This implies Rel-7 work on TS29.163 and TS29.061.

11.
A joint workshop with ETSI TISPAN is planned, the most likely date is 30-21 March, 2005. Interested delegates may want to contact their CN/CN1 colleagues to discuss whether any CN3 related issues need to be highlighted at this workshop.

12.
There was a joint session with T to discuss the merger of CN and T that will take place after the next plenary. The proposed new name for the new TSG is TSG CT. The proposed new name for  CN3 is CT3. Elections for CT will take place at the March plenary. Then there will also be a discussion on the scope for the CT WGs. So far, I am not aware of any changes for CN3(CT3).
