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Issue 1 of the incoming Liaison Statement contained 2 aspects which are addressed separately below.

· Indication of codec change even if SDU formats do not change: 
R3 has included the NAS Synchronisation Indicator to RAB ASSIGNMENT REQUEST and RELOCATION REQUEST messages in the RANAP protocol. R3 has considered the possibility to transfer the NAS Synchronisation Indicator “... without really changing the SDU formats and therefore not re-initialising the radio access bearer and radio bearer.”
At the moment this is part of procedures that are used when the SDU formats are changed, and no specific behaviour has been specified for the case when the parameters indicate no change in the SDU formats. It is our understanding that this would be an R00 requirement for RNCs supporting TrFO, and R3 is inviting contributions on the item.

· Synchronisation problem: 
R3 protocols do not currently have any means to synchronise the signalling indicating the codec change and the actual codec change in the U-Plane protocol. Since the protocols developed in R3 are service independent it is the view of R3 that this should not be part of R3 protocols.
