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Discussion:

In Multicall ad-hoc in Sophia Antipolis we have agreed to include the following requirement into the stage 1 for Multicall: 

· The UMTS network, which supports Multicall, shall accept the emergency call after tearing down existing call(s) if necessary.

After additional analysis, we have reached the conclusion that this requirement must be modified to remove the automatism in releasing calls done by the network for the following three major reasons:

· This requirement introduces possibly dangerous mechanism of handling the emergency calls.

· This requirement is against the principle that we have agreed and which says: Once the number of bearers is set to 1 then the functionality shall be the same as in the network that does not support Multicall.

· At the same time this requirement seem to be unnecessary, since the UE can at any time make sure that a request from the user is accepted when she initiates an emergency call. 

It is always possible to release existing data call in order to process emergency call or if there is a speech on-going, the UE can always try to put it on hold. If the hold doesn’t go through (for example, it is not provided to the user) then the user can decide to release the existing speech call (if the user decides that the emergency call is more important) and initiate the emergency call. This would be the correct way to do it since only the user can decide if the emergency call is more important than the existing speech call. It is very important to understand that there might be cases when the current speech call has the ultimate priority (for example, talking to the doctor which gives some important instructions on how to reanimate has more importance than a call to the fire brigade).

Conclusion:

We need to change/clarify the requirement in the Multicall stage 1 in order to remove the automatism in releasing the calls done by the network when the user initiates an emergency call. Proposal is that N4 agrees this approach.

Proposal:

Send an LS to S1 in which the N4 informs about its position.
