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Dear Colleagues,

Please find attached a brief summary of major results from the CN#9 and SA#9

meetings which ended on September 28, 2000.

1. CR Status

All CRs that were submitted to CN#9 were approved (although some required some cleanup before approval). This includes the CR to partially remove the service accept message in 24.008 (The linked CR to 23.060 was approved in SA).

2. Work item status

The following work items were approved at CN#9:

· SIP CC (NP-000568)

· Interworking between IM CN Subsystem and CS Networks (NP-000465)

· Bearer Independent CS CN (NP-000538)

· OoBTC (NP-000529)

The following WIs were not approved:

· Interworking between IM CN Subsystem and IP Networks (Referred back to CN3 to raise to BB level and clarify work task allocation)

· Combined MAP Signalling for Mobility Mgmt (Rejected since ISN rejected by S2, CN4 urged to find solutions that do not involve the ISN)

· IWF at the CN Border (Referred back to CN3 to attempt to drum up necessary support)

3. Controversial Issues

· Positive Authentication Reporting 
SA approved a workitem "Enhanced home control of security by HE".  This covers the positive authentication reporting work and the necessary investigations for this will be lead by SA3.

· A decision was taken in principal to use the terminology "A/Gb mode" and "Iu mode" for R99.  The appropriate CRs must be generated.

· IMEI Coding - This remains postponed awaiting results from a study being lead by the GSMA-TWG.

· TrFO break - No recommendation from the CN or SA plenaries except to urge the TrFO workshop to find a solution.  RAN3 has promised to give an analysis of the timescales associated with the two solutions.

· Stage 2 transfer from SA2 to CN.  23.060 and the LCS stage 2 specifications will remain in the remit of SA2 until SA2 feels they are more stable.

· H.248 packages for the bearer independent CS network will be done and documented in CN4.

4. Elections

Hiroshi Nakamura was elected as TSG-CN vice chair.  Yun-Chao Hu was appointed as convenor of the ITU-T Coordination Ad-Hoc.

5. Worksplit

ToRs for TSG-CN and CN1..CN4 (NP-000570...NP-000574) were approved.

A worksplit by protocol for the IM subsystem was tentatively agreed.  This is documented in NP-000553.

6. Working Methods

It was agreed that the appropriate abbrevation for TSG-CN WGx is CNx (Not Nx).

A proposal to provide version tracing in the project plan was provided to the MCC.

SA approved two CRs from CN to the working methods (21.900).  One CR (SP-000492) adds a new corrective category for correction of an ambiguity, however it is NOT allowed to have purely editorial CRs to frozen releases. This means that the only way to get an editorial change into a frozen

release is to include it as "cleanup" in a corrective CR.

The CR (SP-000461) formalizing the C1-C3 criteria for accepting corrective CRs to a frozen release was accepted into the working methods.  Since this is now part of the working methods it means that this applies to all frozen releases including R99.  Therefore working groups must now ask the appropriate questions before approving corrections to R99.

7. R'00 Release schedule

It was agreed that the target date for Release 4 will be March 2001.  The target date for Release 5 will be December 2001.  The decision on the actual contents of Release 4 will occur in the December 2000 meeting.

The formal CN report will appear shortly.
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
