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UMTS to GSM Directed Retry has been introduced in TS 23.009, and TS 25.413. This CR proposes to include the missing mapping of cause code 'Directed Retry' in Relocation Required to cause code 'Directed Retry' in Handover Request.
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Mapping of the cause code 'Directed Retry' in Relocation Required to cause code 'Directed Retry' in Handover Request is added to chapter 4.6.2.
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4.6.4 BSSAP Messages transfer on E-Interface

The handling is described in chapter 4.5.4.

4.6.5 Cause Code Mapping

When a Mobile Station is handed over between UMTS and GSM, a mapping of the cause codes used in the RANAP and the BSSMAP protocols is needed. The mapping described here is applicable to the BSSMAP protocol even when used inside MAP in the E-interface.

The mapping between the cause codes received in RANAP Relocation Required and the cause codes sent in BSSMAP Handover Request is as follows:
