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This LS gives an answer on the questions raised by TSG CN WG4 and  3GPP TSG GERAN-WG4 on Multiparty issues.

Questions raised by CN4 in Tdoc S1 (01) 0034 ( = N4-010160):

· TSG CN WG4 request clarification on whether or not the user is able to terminate a single remote party in an active MPTY while a single held call exists and whether or not the user is able to terminate a single remote party in a held MPTY while a single active call exists.

S1 Answer:

For both functions described above S1 does NOT see a requirement.

· Finally, it has also been identified that in the MMI specification (GSM 02.30/3GPP TS 22.030) the MMI is defined for the subscriber to disconnect a single remote party from an active MPTY call (regardless of whether or not there is a held single call) but there is no MMI defined for the subscriber to disconnect a specific party from a held MPTY call (regardless of whether or not there is an active single call)..

S1 Answer:

To our understanding TS 22.030 does not distinguish between an active MPTY call and a MPTY on hold concerning the MMI when releasing a specific party of that MPTY. In chapter 6.5.5.4 the MMI is defined as:

“To release a specific party enter 1X followed by SEND, where X is defined as above.”

S1 sees no need to define additional MMI.

Questions raised by GERAN-WG4 in Tdoc S1 (01) 0051 ( = G4-000318):

· It is not clear, when only one remote party remains after explicitly releasing all other remote parties from an active MPTY call, whether this call should remain in auxiliary state "Call in MPTY" or not.

S1 Answer:

S1 sees no requirement that in the case described above the MPTY call needs to be changed into an “ordinary” call.
