This contribution shows the necessity of the clarification of the SDL diagram for Procedure PROCESS_COMPONENTS. 

2. Current specification

2.1 SDL diagram (29.002v390)

In the current SDL diagram, when the AC name is different from the existing operation, the MAP_NOTICE_ind is only sent in case of the AC version 1 or 2. The MAP_NOTICE_ind don’t be sent in case of the AC version 3 or higher versions.

DISCUSSION

     In the case of the AC version 3 and higher versions, if the MAP_NOTICE_ind don’t be sent to the MAP_USER, the MAP_USER receives only the MAP_DELEMITER_ind from the MAP_PROVIDER and sends the MAP_CLOSE_req to the MAP_PROVIDER (see section 2.2.2). 

    However, NTC don't understand the logic. NTC thinks that the MAP_USER cannot know why the MAP_USER sends the MAP_CLOSE_req to the MAP_PROVIDER without receiving the MAP_NOTICE_ind. If the MAP_USER don't send the MAP_CLOSE_req to the MAP_PROVIDER, the procedure for the dialogue release don't be defined in the current specification. 

    Therefore, if NTC’s understanding is correct, the MAP_NOTICE_ind should be sent to the MAP_USER regardless of the AC version.
