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PROBLEM

A 3G subscriber in a 3G network has an active call using a bearer which is not supported on a GSM radio bearer as well as a held speech call. If this subscriber moves into a GSM network, then the active call will be dropped, because handover will fail. However, what will happen to the held speech call? This could be supported in the GSM network but it might be cleared along with the active call.

Our preferred solution is that in this scenario, the held speech call will be maintained during handover so that the subscriber can retrieve it.

This problem dates back to Release 97 (if the active call uses HSCSD and the target MSC cannot support HSCSD). It should definitely be rectified for Release 99 onwards.

We believe this will affect TS 23.083 and TS 23.009.

TIME PLAN
