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Reason for change:
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Recall : when CFU SS-Status becomes “active” (due to any reason), all CFC “active and operative” become “active and quiescent”.

For the time being , it is possible to send information relative to call forwarding (for instance, same rational for call barring) only for One SS-Code therefore it is not possible to send all mofications in one single operation. So the SCP does not received consistent data but partialy information and it has not a complete view of the impacts of a modification.

The proposal is to allow the sending of consistent data in one single NoteSubscriberDataModified operation
